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Mumbai docs chosen for Oscars of medical world

MUMBAI: It's touted as the Oscars of the medical world, complete with a list of various categories, a short-list for each and a starry announcement for each winner. And, one of the highlights of the BMJ Group Awards 2011 to be held in May will be Doctors for You, a group of young doctors from India who braved all odds to carry out relief work in flood-hit Bihar two years ago.

This voluntary doctor's group that came about after stormy discussions in Parel's KEM Hospital, is elated with its unexpected selection. "We made it to a shortlist of three in the 'Medical Team in a Crisis Zone' category,'' said Doctors For You member Dr Ravikant Singh of KEM Hospital. What makes their selection even more special are their opponents in the category - international NGOs Médecins Sans Frontières MSF (Doctors Without Borders) and Save the Children. "They have budgets that are equal to budgets of small Indian states and here we are with a minimal budget and a small if growing network of young doctors,'' said Singh.


The Bihar floods occurred on August 18, 2008, with the first team of 45 doctors from Doctors for You reaching on September 15. The Art of Living Foundation gave the young doctors Rs 10 lakh to embark on the mission and other philanthropic organizations followed suit.

The young doctors suffered a huge loss when one of their KEM Hospital colleague, Chandrakant Patil, was struck by lightning and died on September 21 2008. "Many of our members were disheartened and wanted to return but an equal number of them like Dr Prashant Ture and Dr Ajit Rai stayed on for three months at a stretch.'' The team managed to get funding to set up a maternal and child health post in Saharsa district. "We continue to go to the six districts of Bihar where we first began to provide healthcare,'' he added.

Singh won the SAARC award for the medical crisis management in April 2010. The group has since helped out during the Andhra Pradesh floods, the Leh landslide and even tried three times to go to Pakistan during the floods. But they failed to get permission to go across the border. "But we now plan to set up a South East Asian humanitarian Relief team that will aim to work across the area,'' said Singh, adding that the group now has over 500 members including doctors from Delhi AIIMS.

Pediatrician Dan Magnus has been named a finalist in the British Medical Journal (BMJ) Junior Doctor of the Year awards.

He is one of just three doctors to have been shortlisted. The BMJ awards, which will be announced in May, recognise doctors who have done most to improve the world or inspire others. 

Dr Magnus, 31, who works at the Royal United Hospital in Bath, is a co-founding trustee of KOP, a UK charity supporting health, education and social welfare projects for orphans and vulnerable children in Kenya. He has also created a student programme of global health education comprising 14 UK universities. 

He tells People: "It is very humbling to be nominated. I am very lucky in that I woke up one day and realised what I wanted to do with my life - improve the lives of children both in the UK and overseas. It is great to feel you are contributing to the world." 

Dr Magnus, a member of Maidenhead Reform Synagogue, has also helped to develop global child health teaching for medical students at the University of Bristol. "I love treating children and my passion is working towards a better world for children who are suffering. I have been focused on our work in Africa and in promoting the cause of children's rights to a better life for 10 years. This acknowledgement means a great deal. It's very flattering and slightly embarrassing." 

Dr Magnus, who grew up in north London and now speaks Luo - the tribal language of Western Kenya - was nominated by his wife Kerri, an A&E sister. The couple met when Dr Magnus was working in her ward at the Royal United Hospital. He was selected as a finalist from more than 600 nominees.

Shop-based GP surgery in line for award 
A GP practice in a Broadmead store has been shortlisted for a national award.
The surgery inside the Boots store has won through to the final stages of the British Medical Journal Group Awards.
Broadmead Medical Centre has been shortlisted in the primary care team of the year category.
It opened in July 2009 to make it easier for people living in and around the city centre to access GP care.
As well as seeing registered patients the practice has a drop-in service from 8am to 8pm Monday to Friday.
GPs also visit hostels for people affected by homelessness, drug and alcohol abuse and other issues as part of an outreach project to take healthcare to people who rarely access medical help.
Lead GP at the medical centre, Catherine Maytum, said: "The reaction of patients to our service has been brilliant. People love it.
The surgery now has 3,500 registered patients and because of its location in the city centre, many of the people who use the medical centre are quite young.
Dixine Douis, practice manager, said: "Our patient satisfaction surveys show that 99 per cent are very satisfied."
The team looks after people in refuges who often have sexual health issues and health problems connected to drug and alcohol dependency and detoxification.
Dr Maytum said: "We have established links with local establishments such as hostels and women’s refuges, homeless centres, a bail hostel and alcohol and drug detox centres.
"I think people feel more comfortable in their own environment. "People can register here even if they are homeless.
"It is good to have a mission to focus on people who are traditionally difficult to see in surgery and I think we take pride in offering a really good service to these people.
"We don’t just see them because we have to, it is because we want to and people have told us they get better care from us than other GPs."
Ms Douis said: "We go out to these people as they might not feel comfortable sometimes coming into a GP surgery.
"It means they can stay in a safe environment but their healthcare is managed.
"Our extended opening has helped that as people who are quite chaotic tend not to be able to get to appointments in the morning.
"Opening in the evening helps them to have healthcare when they need it and want it."
Dr Maytum said: "What is so rewarding is that people really respond to us and come back and take more interest in their health and we see results."
The winners will be announced at the BMJ Group Awards will be held in London in May.

Training course could win doctors an award

A PAIR of Bristol doctors have been shortlisted for a national award after they developed a training package for junior doctors.

The From Scared to Prepared Course was originally developed in Bristol and has already spread to the region. It is also hoped it will be taken on board nationally to ensure junior doctors are better prepared and more confident before they start seeing patients in hospitals.

First year junior doctors continue their training on the wards once they have completed their medical degree. In the past they would only be given a general induction to the hospitals before starting on the wards, but the Bristol course gives junior doctors a more practical grounding.

The course was developed by anesthetist Rebecca Aspinall who is also the programme director for doctor training at University Hospitals Bristol NHS Foundation Trust (UHBristol) with surgical registrar Natalie Blencowe. It was created to deal with the anxieties junior doctors had experienced before starting at the hospitals and is run by doctors at the end of their first year.

It includes the geography of the hospitals because about half of first year doctors come from other cities to start work in Bristol. The week-long course also covers the 10 most common emergencies that on-call doctors are likely to deal with, how to prioritise patients and managing stress. Junior doctors are shown examples of scans and test results and shadow the doctors coming to the end of the first year.

Dr Blencowe said: "I remember how terrifying it was when I first started being a doctor and I wanted to do something that would help general doctors."

It first started in 2008 and in 2009 it was funded by the deanery, which is in charge of training from Cheltenham to Yeovil. Last year it was then extended to the whole of the South West. Dr Aspinall said: "People who had come from outside Bristol to us said all their friends from medical school who had gone elsewhere wished they had got what they got rather than starting on day one not knowing where things were, not knowing each other, taking over patients from a group of people who were strangers to them."
The course has been shortlisted for the BMJ Group Awards 2011 in the excellence in healthcare education category alongside the World Health Organisation and a team from London. The winners will be announced in May.

Dr Aspinall said: "We are delighted it has been recognised as having started from a small idea and been expanded to something that will support patients nationwide."

Freeman Hospital has been shortlisted for the BMJ Group award
It is time to consider reducing the number of heart transplant units in the UK because too few transplants are being performed and it is difficult for surgeons to maintain their expertise, argue experts on bmj.com today.

Consultant cardiologist Guy MacGowan and colleagues say that, despite a record high number of UK donors available for organ transplants generally, there has been a 46% reduction in heart transplantation rates over the past 10 years. 

Furthermore, this problem seems particular to the UK as international data show rates are steady or only marginally declining in Europe and the United States. 

One consequence of this decline is the need for more left ventricular assist devices (mechanical pumps) as an alternative treatment for end-stage heart failure, say the authors. 

These devices can be used to support a patient until a suitable heart becomes available or as "destination therapy," where the patient is not considered a suitable candidate for transplantation and receives long term support with the device. "Newer generation devices have survival rates comparable to transplant at one to two years, so could be considered as an alternative in some situations," they write. 

The second consequence of the reduced availability of heart transplants is that it is vital to prioritise patients according to who will probably benefit most. 

The third is that it is difficult for surgeons in the six UK units to maintain their expertise, so the number of units may need to be reduced. This has been recently recognised, and the Department of Health is planning to conduct a review of cardiothoracic transplantation in the UK, say the authors. 

They argue that this review "must recognise that the use of long term devices for destination therapy is an essential service that needs to be developed in transplant centres as a consequence of the falling heart transplant numbers, and there needs to be adequate provision of heart transplantation for adults with congenital heart disease and heart failure." 

Freeman Hospital has been shortlisted for the BMJ Group award for Secondary Care Team of the Year for its use of mechanical assisted devices to support patients with advanced heart failure.

TB is a significant health issue in Uganda and our project, supported initially by Suubi Trust and then by Target TB, has implemented a new TB Lab and completed a clinical trail for the MOT/MODS diagnostic method. You can read more detail about this in the submitted report by clicking here.

Essentially this method enables the team to diagnose TB in about 7-10 days at a cost of just $5. This compares to either the gold standard MGIT test which can cost up to $70 per test or low cost methods that can take about 40 days for a result.

Our thanks to VSO for it’s support over the last few years, first with Dr. Mark who got us started and then Dr. Grania and Dr. Richard who between them managed the clinical trial and the integration of the TB Lab into IHK’s community based health programme Touch Namuwongo.

LSHTM team shortlisted for prestigious BMJ Group Award Tuesday, 29 March 2011

Trial showing life-saving potential of cheap drug up for Research Paper of the Year
Researchers who found that thousands of lives could be saved by treating recently injured patients with a cheap drug have been shortlisted for a BMJ Group Award.

The CRASH-2 trial collaborators from the Clinical Trials Unit at the London School of Hygiene and Tropical Medicine will find out if they have won the Research Paper of the Year category at a ceremony at the London Hilton hotel on May 18. 

The Research Paper of the Year award recognises original research that has the potential to contribute significantly to improving health and health care.

A panel of international experts whittled down hundreds of entries from across the globe to produce a shortlist of three. 

The LSHTM team has been selected for its paper: “Effects of tranexamic acid on death, vascular occlusive events and blood transfusion in trauma patients with significant haemorrhage (CRASH-2): a randomised, placebo-controlled trial.”

First published in The Lancet last June, the trial found that administration of tranexamic acid – which reduces clot breakdown and is used to treat heavy periods - reduced mortality by around 10% with no evidence of adverse effects from unwanted clotting.

The trial, named CRASH-2, was a large, randomised trial involving more than 20,000 adult patients in 274 hospitals across 40 countries, and was funded by England's National Institute for Health Research (NIHR) Health Technology Assessment programme.

The findings have already led to the British military using the therapy treat wounded soldiers in Afghanistan, while further analysis has highlighted the importance of early administration of the drug.

Dr Ian Roberts, Professor of Epidemiology and Director of the Clinical Trials Unit at LSHTM, said: “Being shortlisted for this award is great news for the international CRASH-2 collaboration and importantly will help to disseminate the results.”

The CRASH-2 collaborators are up against the AQUAMAT Trial Group, MORU, from Mahidol University, Thailand, and the UK Flexible Sigmoidoscopy Trial Investigators, in the Department of Surgery and Cancer at Imperial College London.
